For some, the 

preparation and description of qualifications was the 
project goal. For others, the key project objective 

focused on the learning outcome oriented description 
of trainings enabling a future assignment to the 

corresponding qualifications framework. 

Since 2012 we, the NKS Coordination Point for the

ADAM, the project and product portal for Leonardo

Certi.MenTu - Certification for 
Mentors and Tutors  

 

Every month a project which has been parti-
cularly well presented in ADAM is selected as 

Project of the Month. July’s Project of the 

Month is „Certi.MenTu“, a transfer of 
innovation project coordinated in Austria. 

Certi.MenTu is a project that seeks to address the 
issue of certification for mentors and tutors. 

Mentors are individuals employed within a company, 
who help an individual learner to develop his/her 

abilities and knowledge and to identify connections. 

Tutors are teachers or trainers, who normally do not 
come from within the sector concerned, but who 

assist individuals or small groups of people 
undertaking workplace-based learning.  

Certi.MenTu is intended to promote the sharing of 

experiences between employers and institutions 
providing vocational training and continuing 

education, in order to create a more in-depth 
understanding of the needs of learners in the
